Why help low-income families?

Tavush marz is one of the marzes of Armenia with significant housing problems. Some 3% of its population con-
tinue living in temporary shelter, whilst housing conditions of 20% of population do not comply with the standards
set by the government of Armenia.

At present, the majority of around 300 apart-
ment buildings in urban and rural settle-
ments of Tavush marz are in need of capital
repairs, among top issues being the bad
conditions of roofs, stairways and founda-
tions.

As an outcome of the event 5 families in
Tavush marz will have better housing condi-
tions and become partner families with Habi-
tat. Habitat partner families are also enrolled
in the construction works of their own houses,
and repay affordable and non-profit loans ex-
tended to them during years. The payments
of loans are accumulated in the Humanity
Fund of Habitat, which is used to repair new
houses and makes up the financial fund for
sustainable development of communities.
